Multi-Factor Authentication In
Incedo
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Multi-Factor Authentication in Incedo

» Optum Maryland is working with the Maryland Department of Health (MDH) to activate Multi-factor
authentication (MFA) for Incedo users. This functionality will be required for all Incedo users.

» To ensure success, a selected group of providers have been invited to participate in a pilot testing program.
Following the pilot test period during the weeks of April 13 and April 20, all users will go live on April 27,
2024.

» Go-live is contingent upon a successful pilot testing program.

* When logging-in to Incedo for the first time following this update, users will be asked to chose one of the
following validation methods; SMS text message to their phone, voice call to their phone, or use of an
authenticator app.

» To offer further support to Incedo users prior to go-live, Optum will provide; live webinars beginning on April
16 (please see dates and times on the Provider Training calendar and on the following slide), a walkthrough
video, a step-by-step guide, and a frequently asked questions (FAQ) document.

PRP TPP Program

As announced in a February 23, 2024, provider alert, Optum and the Maryland Department of Health (MDH) are pleased to
share the roll out of a Top Performing Provider (TPP) Program for Psychiatric Rehabilitation Program (PRP) providers who
meet certain quality criteria, beginning with PRP-Adult.

Eligible providers who are accepted into the program will benefit from a simpler process for requesting authorizations rather
than entering functional impairments and other data in Incedo.

« Eligible providers have been contacted and invited to apply.

*  Optum will perform a quarterly review of provider eligibility on April 15, 2024,
o Providers who were previously eligible may no longer be eligible.
o At this time we may identify additional eligible providers.

Prescriber Enrollment Requirement for Behavioral Health Practitioners

« Effective July 1, 2024, Medicaid will deny all pharmacy claims that do not include the NPI of a prescribing practitioner
who is actively enrolled with Maryland Medicaid, in accordance with Section 6401 of the Affordable Care Act and Code of
Federal Regulations section 42 CFR § 455.410(b).

« All prescribing practitioners treating Medicaid participants must enroll with Medicaid via the ePREP portal as soon as
possible, and no later than April 15, 2024.

As you may be aware, SAMHSA previously allowed up to $3/day per
participant for the purchase of snacks for individuals participating in
SOR funded activities; however, in the SOR IINotice of Funding

Opportunity (NOFO), SAMHSA disallowed SOR funds for this purpose.

MDH Updates

Audit of Denied Claims

In a provider alert dated July 17, 2023, the Maryland Department of Health (MDH) announced that a
project to audit denials for claims originally received by Optum in CY2020 and CY2021 began on July 1,
2023.

As a result of this audit, Maryland service providers who billed the Public Behavioral Health System
(excluding laboratories and acute care general hospitals) may benefit from this audit of denials.

Detailed reports will be made available to providers, accompanied by a summary showing the total billed
dollars of the denied claims. This information will be delivered to the Incedo Download folder.

In the next quarter (July-September 2023), providers will need to ensure they have an Incedo
“Download” folder to facilitate delivery of this information through the Optum portal.

If providers have a balance due for estimated payment or other reprocessing projects, including negative
balance, those balances will be satisfied first. Any reprocessed claims will yield PRAs so providers will be
aware of any benefit from this project.

Providers who are concerned about 2019 claims that were submitted to the previous Administrative
Services Organization (Beacon Health Options), not to Optum, will be informed of a process to dispute
these denials in a future provider alert.
